BY-LAWS

TOURNAMENT PLAY

1.
Play will be in the style of a round-robin tournament followed by playoffs.

2.
Three (3) periods of 15 minutes time are planned, subject to change depending on number of teams.  The rink will be flooded after each second period.
RULES OF PLAY
3.
The tournament will operate under the rules governing the Canadian Old-timers Hockey Association (COHA).
DISCIPLINE


4.
The following list outlines the key COHA penalties that will be enforced in the tournament:


a.
NO BODY CHECKING:

b.
THREE MINOR PENALTIES - GAME EJECTION.   In the case of a double 


minor, or two minors assessed in the same stoppage of play, both the double 


minor and/or both minors assessed will count as one penalty;

c.
ALL MAJOR PENALTY/GAME MISCONDUCTS - will be assessed as follows:

1st offence   -
1 game;

2nd offence -
ejection from the tournament; and

d.         ALL MATCH PENALTIES - the player shall be suspended for the duration of the               

tournament.

Note: A 10-minute misconduct penalty in the last 10-minutes of play will result in a game misconduct penalty.

PROTESTS

5.
Protests must be directed to the three office arbitrators within two hours of the completion of the game.

TEAM COMPOSITION

6.         All players must be a member of the RCEME Corps or work directly in an 'RCEME Workshop'.

7.
Every unit must provide a player’s list, Annex B to the tournament OPI NLT 15 Feb 2019.
OFFICIALS
8.
Officials will be co-ordinated by the tournament Referee Chief.  Referees are allowed to play in the RCEME Tournament if directly affiliated with an 'RCEME Workshop'.

TOURNAMENT STRUCTURE
9.
The tournament structure will be posted at the arena entrance.  The preferred structure will be consisting of a preliminary round followed by play off based on win/loss ratio.  It is subject to change depending on number of team participating.
EQUIPMENT
10.
Each player participating in the tournament must wear the following mandatory protective equipment: 
a. CSA approved helmet and mask; 
b. shoulder pads;

c. elbow pads;

d. gloves;

e. shin guards;

f. padded pants; 
g. protective athletic cup; and
h. throat protectors are mandatory.
Goaltenders must wear a CSA approved goalie mask with throat protector and shoulder pads.  Players in violation of this by-law will be assessed a delay-of-game penalty.  Any player returning to the ice with the same illegal equipment will be assessed an additional delay-of-game penalty and will be ejected from the game.

MINIMUM PLAYERS
11. 
There will be a minimum of 5 player/1goalie and a maximum of 20 players for a team to compete in the tournament. If individuals wish to play but cannot field a full team from their location, they can be added to another existing team.
SCHEDULE

Tournament play will commence at 0800hrs on 01 Mar 2019 and will conclude by 1800hrs on 03 Mar 2019.
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
